Port-au- Prince, Haiti

My heart is breaking for the people of Haiti. On January 12, 2010 Port-au-Prince the capital
was struck by an earthquake of epic proportions. Haiti is a small nation adjacent to the
Dominican Republic and is about the size of Maryland. It is one of the poorest countries in the
Western Hemisphere and has always struggled as a nation. In 1983/84 I led two teams on
summer mission trips in Haiti. I remember how kind and loving the people were to us. On one
of the trips we held a medical clinic in a remote part of Haiti. People would patiently stand in
line for hours to receive treatment. We had no electricity and no fresh water. We had to carry
our own food and water with us. We aduPoncehe| d a
We had also started a pilot program for college students to work during with our missionaries
there. We had young women commit themselves for a summer of service to the Haitian people.

Please pray for the survivors of this catastrophic disaster and for those who are laboring in
Haiti to rescue those still missing and providing care for the survivors.
